When possible, authors are asked to prepare videos that include the following items:
· 2 to 5 minutes demonstrating the technique
· 2-minute testimonials from students who have experienced the educational technique, if applicable and available  
(However, videos are optional.)
Please review the Authors’ Guide for instructions on preparing manuscripts. All submissions will undergo the normal Athletic Training Education Journal peer-review process and, therefore, acceptance is not guaranteed.
